If that isn't bad
enough she goes on to quote Mark Collett—the
BNP publicity officer—as saying: "Hitler will live
on forever and maybe I will too" and "I like to
break people. When you've broken them and

sucked that last bit of life out of them. That's
it."

Fascism is a violent ide-
ology and upsurges in racial
violence have followed when-
ever fascists have come to
power.

The BNP have a long and well-
documented record of violence
against those people they op-
pose: the black community,
gays and lesbians, and their
political opponents.

They are anti-trade union and
are against the democratic
rights that working people
have fought for and won

The BNP may try to act re-
spectably these days, but even
in 2007 BNP councillors and
former Parliamentary candi-
dates have been convicted for
violent and racist crimes.

They would like you to think that
they are different to the other
political parties, that they are
honest and have people's inter-
ests at heart. Their councillors
have not lived up to any of the
wild promises they've made.
Some of them don't even show
up at the council chamber and
others have been forced to re-
sign due to incompetence.

The BNP pretends to speak
for ordinary men and women,
but they don’t—they speak
for racist violence.
